The Lady Lions ended their season this past Friday evening when they fell to Sagemont in the
District 14, Class 2A district semi-finals. The loss finalized the Lions' record at 10 wins and 11
losses. The Lady Lions met Sagemont as result of a strong performance in the opening round,
knocking off Coral Springs Christian en route to a 44-40 victory.
